Rachel Carson was an American marine biologist and author 0f “Silent Spring”.

Those who contemplate the beauty of the earth find reserves of strength that will
endure as long as life lasts. There is symbolic as well as actual beauty in the migration of
the birds, the ebb and flow of the tides, the folded bud ready for the spring. To stand at
the edge of the sea, to feel the breath of a mist moving over a great salt marsh, to watch
the flight of shore birds that have swept up and down the surf lines of the continents for
untold thousands of years, to see the running of the old eels and the young shad to the
sea, is to have knowledge of things that are as nearly eternal as any earthly life can

be. There is something infinitely healing in the repeated refrains of nature - the
assurance that dawn comes after night, and spring after the winter.
